Born on November 16, 1994 in Morristown, New Jersey, Dane was destined to be a performer.  A bright and captivating child with strikingly good looks and a big personality, Dane caught the singing bug the moment he saw his first Broadway musical, Disney’s Beauty and the Beast, at the age of six. Beginning with his earliest experiences in “show business” as the self-appointed director and featured performer in a multitude of home-grown plays, and spanning a decade of musical theater performances and an impressive amount of training, Dane continues to distinguish himself as a leader, not only as a vocalist and actor, but as a warm and charismatic young man with the talent, the discipline and the determination to make his dreams a reality.
